In inviting a reference to the letter cited, I am directed. to inform that
the allocation of 132725 MT of rice and 54211 MT of wheat made to the
state under adhoc additional allocation at Bf’L prices have been fully
utilized. Further it may kindly be noted that Kerala, being a Consumer
State, is one of the worst hit states from inflation and 1s solely depending

on Government of India allocations for its floodgrains requirement. The



inflow of the adhoc additional BPL allocation and its distribution paved the
way for arresting the trend of sporadic rise in the price of rice in the open
market to a great extent. Therefore Continuation of the adhoc allocation of
food grains at BPL price is essential for the State especially in view of the

on coming onarm festival season.

Moreover, the State would have to disiribute free ration to those
who would get affected by natural calamitics in the wake of ensuing
IMONSOON SEason.

In the above circumstances, I am to request that in addition to the
normal allotment, a monthly allotment of 39384 MT ol rice and 19417 MT
of wheat at BPL rate may kindly be sanctioncd to the State so that any
trend of sporadic rise in price of rice in the open market in view of the on
coming festival season can be tackled cffectively.
