August 2019 positively to the leader of the Team and to the undersigned. The Officer
nominated may be requested to keep in touch with the Team Leader for further details
regarding the visit of the Central Team to Karnataka and Kerala.

4. In view of the urgency of the matter, the Central Team may visit both the States
immediately. Thereafter, upon its return from 2™ visit and after making final assessment,
submit 20 copies of its report within one week to the Disaster Management Division, MHA.
