ORDER

As per Government Order read as 15! paper above, administrative sanction was
accorded, for the implementation of Light Metro Rail System by the Kerala Rapid Transit
Corporation Ltd., in Thiruvananthapuram and Kozhikode districts, at a total estimated cost
of Rs.5,510 Crore and Project Completion Cost of Rs.6,728 Crore. Later, as per the

Government Order read as 2" paper above, revised administrative sanction was accorded

for the project for an amount of Rs.7,446 Crore.

2) As per D.O. Letter read as 3rd paper above, the Detailed Project Report (DPR)
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was submitted before the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA), Gol, seeking

approval for the project. The MoHUA sought certain clarifications on the same, which
were answered by Government, as per letter read as 4th paper above.

3) As per letter read as 5th paper above, the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs,
Government of India, recommended, as follows:
“vi. For better co-ordination and ease of implementation, one Special Purpose Vehicle
is recommended for a State.”

4) Subsequently, as per the reference read as 6" paper above, a decision was taken in

the 3" Review Meeting of the Priority Projects (Batch- I), to hand over the Light Metro
Project and the work of the three fly overs being executed by the Kerala Rapid Transit
Corporation Limited (KRTL) to Kochi Metro Rail Limited (KMRL).

5) As per letters read as 7" and 8" paper above, the Managing Director, KMRL, and

the Managing Director, KRTL, furnished comparative studies on Light Metro and
Metrolite Projects, respectively.
6) Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased to accord

sanction, as follows:

i. In view of the suggestion made by the Gol, vide the reference read as 5™ paper

above, and in accordance with the decision taken in the Review Meeting, read as sth
paper above, the Light Metro/Metrolite Projects and the work of the three fly overs
being executed by the Kerala Rapid Transit Corporation Limited (KRTL) in
Thiruvananthapuram and Kozhikode Districts are handed over to the Kochi Metro
Rail Limited;

11. As and when the project is taken over by Kochi Metro Rail Limited (KMRL), the
services of the present employees of Kerala Rapid Transit Corporation Ltd.
(KRTL), who were appointed on contract basis and having experience in the
project, is to be placed at the disposal of KMRL, if found necessary, and,
subsequently, steps for winding up of the KRTL are to be taken;

111. Based on new Comprehensive Mobility Plan (CMP) and Alternative Analysis
Report (AAR), to be prepared by NATPAC/ any other accredited agency, Kochi
Metro Rail Limited (KMRL) is authorised to prepare and submit revised Detailed
Project Report (DPR), in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central

Government.
