Subject: Implementation of the PUCC Software Version 2.0 of NIC.

I am directed to refer to the order dated 10.08.2017, passed by Hon'ble Supreme 
Court in the matter of W.P. No. 13029 of 1985, M.C. Mehta V/s Union of India, wherein the 

Hon'ble Supreme Court has directed this Ministry to link the PUC centres with VAHAN 

database. In accordance with the directions of the Honbie Supreme Court, this Ministry had 

issued a notification for amendment in rule 115 of Central Motor Vehicles Rules, vide GSR 527 

(C) dated 06.06.2018 (copy enclosed), for linkage of PUC certificate with VAHAN database. 

It has come to the notice of this Ministry that vehicles are obtaining PUC certificates 
without testing the vehicle at the PUC centres. Also some PUCC centres are manipulating the 

API/Simulating data to issue a PUC certificate, which is not in accordance with the intent 
behind setting up PUCC regime. 

In this regard, it is pertinent to mention that, the NIC has updated their PUCC Software 
with Version 2.0 of NIC in some States. The key features of which are under as under: 

(i)Geo Fence - The application will only work within a predefined radius of 30-40 metres 
(state configurable) of the Auto Emission Testing Centres (AETCs). 

(ii)Three media files were captured: 

(a)Registration Number Plate image. 

(b)Landscape Image of Vehicle along with PUC Centres. 

(c)A very short video of 4-5 seconds capturing the vehicle and the PUC Centre. 

(iii)The PUCC 2.0 Mobile Application allows for the registration of multiple mobile numbers 
(state-configurable). But at a time one device is allowed to login. 

(iv)PUC certificates cannot be granted for vehicles with pending traffic fines. 

In view of the above, States and Union Territories ate requested to implement the 
updated PUCC Software with Version 2.0 of NIC at the earliest in letter and spirit so that 
intent behind setting up PUCC regime may be fulfilled.

G.S.R. 527(E).—Whereas the draft of certain rules further to amend the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 

were published, as required under sub-section (1) of Section 212 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), i'ide 

notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways number G.S.R. 196 (E), dted 

the 28th February. 2018 published in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary, Part-lI, section 3, sub-section (i), inviting 
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objections and suggestions from all persons likely to be affected thereby, before the expiry of the period of thirty days 

from the date on which copies of the Official Gazette containing the said notification were made available to public; 

Whereas, copies of the said Gazette notification were made available to the public on the 28th  February, 2018; 

And whereas, the objections and suggestions received form the public in respect of the said draft rules have been 

duly considered by the Central Government; 

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 110 of the Motor Vehicles Act, (59 of 1988), 

the Central Government hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989, 

namely: - 

Short title and commencement:- (1) These rules may be called as the Central Motor Vehicles (Ninth Amendment) 

Rules, 2018.

	Save as otherwise provided in these rules, they shall come into force on the date of their publication 

in the Official Gazette. 

in the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989, in rule 115, in sub rule (2), after clause (ii),the following shall be 

inserted, namely:- 

"(iii) (a) The emission results obtained during testing as per clause (i) or clause (ii) above, shall be electronically 

uploaded through online process to the State Register of Motor Vehicles or the Central Register of Motor Vehicles, 

as the case may be, as laid down in Document No. MoRTh/CMVRIFAP-1 15/116 as amended from time to time. 

(b) The schedule of the implementation of up linking of the emission results data under sub-clause (a) shall be as 

per the following table, namely;-
