CIRCULAR

Jal Jeevan Mission (JJM) is envisioned to provide safe and adequate drinking
water through individual household tap connections to all rural households in the
State. The JJM projects are being executed through the Grama Panchayat with the
implementing agencies - KWA, KRWSA and GWD. During execution of the
project by the implementing agencies, it is necessary to cut the road surface for
pipe laying. For a proper restoration of roads belongs to LSGD, following
guidelines are issued.

1. For the restoration of Roads for the already tendered works by
KWA/KRWSA/GWD and the restoration works are also included in the scope of
the contractor, then the implementing agency shall take sanction from Grama
Panchayath and complete the work as per prevailing rules.

2. For the restoration of Roads for the already tendered works by
KWA/KRWSA/GWD and the restoration works are not included in the scope of
the contractor and the Grama Panchayath is willing to arrange the restoration
work, they can arrange the work based on the AS amount sanctioned in JJM. In
such cases the road restoration works should be at par with the current status of
road and if there is any upgradation from the current status, the excess
expenditure shall be borne by the Grama Panchayath. Also the claim shall be
proportionate to the trenching done by KWA/KRWSA/GWD and this shall be
ensured by KWA/KRWSA/GWD.
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3. For the restoration of Roads for the already tendered works by
KWA/KRWSA/GWD and the restoration works are also included in the scope of
the contractor, but Contractor is willing to exclude the RR works from his scope
of the work without creating any litigation in future, then also Grama Panchayath
can arrange the work based on the AS amount sanctioned in JJM if they are
willing to do the work. In such cases the road restoration works should be at par
with the current status of road and if there is any upgradation from the current
status, the excess expenditure shall be borne by the Grama Panchayath. Also the
claim shall be proportionate to the trenching done by KWA/KRWSA/GWD and
this shall be ensured by KWA/KRWSA/GWD. .

4. If the work is not tendered by KWA/KRWSA/GWD so far and LSGD is
willing to arrange the restoration work, Grama Panchayath can arrange the work
based on the AS amount sanctioned in JJM. In such cases the road restoration
works should be at par with the current status of road and if there is any
upgradation from the current status, the excess expenditure shall be borne by the
Grama Panchayath. Also the claim shall be proportionate to the trenching done
by KWA/KRWSA/GWD and this shall be ensured by KWA/KRWSA/GWD.

5. For payments of works arranged through Grama Panchayath, the concerned
Contractor engaged by Grama Panchayath can be added as vendor in PFMS
portal through KWA/KRWSA/GWD and payments are made as per prevailing
rules and guidelines of JJM.
