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t'am writing to you to express my deep anguish regarding the inordinate delay in the provision of the
Runway Eqd_ Safel_y Area (RESA) at both the ends of the runway at Calicut airport, despite multiple requests
from my Ministry since March, 2022. As you would recall, that the request emanated from recommendation of

the committee co-chaired by Secretary {CA) & Air Chief Marshal Homi Major (Retd.} for implementation of

recommendations of Airport Accident Investigation Bureau for Calicut Airport set up on 11.09.2021 and which
submitted its reports on 23.02.22.

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The safety of passengers is being gravely compromised due to the non-provision of RESA, as explicitly
recommended by the Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau (AAIB). Regrettably, despite our continuous efforts
to communicate the urgency of this matter, the requisite land has not yet been handed over by the State
Government to the Airports Authority of India (AAI),

The State Gevernment in April, 2022 agreed to acquire the additional land required for RESA clearance
on both sides of runway, however, subsequently the State Government requested AAl to review the requirement
as some significant structures were falling within the land proposed for acquisition for the RESA on Runway-1i0
side. The request of SG was accommodated by AAl and consequently the revised land requirement of 14.5 acre
(07 Acre on Runway-10 side and 7.5 Acre on Runway-28 side) was projected to the State Government.

The State Government assured that the land would be provided free of cost by 01.12.2022. Also,
Government of Kerala vide letter dated 01.08.2022 expressed its willingness to undertake the tevelling of land
on behalf of AAI provided AAI bears the cost of Rs.100-150 crore. However, as a special dispensation, this
request of the State Government was also accommodated and AAl agreed to bear the cost of levelling and
stabihizing the land for the provision of required RESA,

Since then, the State Government has been requested multiple times through D.O. letter's dated
12.08.2022, 01.09.2022 and 20.09.2022 and 21.09.2022, and other letters dated 26.08.2022 and 31.10.2022,
to confirm the transfer of land for the required RESA. It was also conveyed that if there is no positive response
from the State Government, we will have no choice but to curtail the runway length. The State Government has
also indicated vide its letter dated 19.01.2023 that Notification for acquisition of land has been issued and the
required land will be made available by first week of July, 2023.However it has been made to understand that
Siate Government will not be in a position to provide the required land before January 2024.

The Ministry of Civil Aviation has made lireless efforts to expedile the matters. However, the lack of
prompt actions from the State Government leaves us with no recourse. Given the fact that provisioning of RESA
would take approximately three years after the land is handed over to AAl, {or the safety and well-being of all
passengers. the Ministry is left with no choice but to proceed with the necessary action of curtailing the runway
length for the safe aircraft operation at Calicut airport from 01.08.2023 unless the land is handed over to AAI
immediately, —
