Adjournmeni Motion :

After hearing the. Minister for Local Self Governments and Excise the
Speaker withheld consent to the moving of an adjournment motion given notice of
by Shri Roji M. John and five other Members to the situation that State's liquor
policy is said to have been subverted and no effective investigation has been
carried out despite revelations of illegal activities.

(As a mark of protest against the attitude of the Government in the matter, the
Members belonging to the Opposition started shouting slogans, hoisted banner,
placards and tried to disrupt the proceedings.)

Introduction and further stages of The Kerala Municipality (Second Amendment)

Bill, 2024 and The Kerala Panchayat Raj (Second Amendment) Bill, 2024

(Shri. M. B. Rajesh, Minister for Local Self Governments and Excise moved
a motion to take into consideration and pass The Kerala Municipality (Second
Ameridment) Bill, 2024 and The Kerala Panchayat Raj (Second Amendment) Bill,
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2024 on the date of introduction itself without referring them to the Subject
Comnmittee by suspending Rule 76 (1), 77 and 237. The House adopted the motion.)

Shri. M. B. Rajesh, Minister for Local Self Governments and Excise
introduced The Kerala Municipality (Second Amendment) Bill, 2024 and The
Kerala Panchayat Raj (Second Amendment) Bill, 2024 and moved that the Bills be
taken into consideration.
