The Assembly met at 9.00 a.m. with Mr. Speaker in the Chair.
Questions :

Five Questions in the list of Questions posted for the day were answered
orally.

Adjournment Motion :

After hearing the Minister for Public Works and Tourism, the Speaker
withheld consent to the moving of an adjournment motion given notice of by
Shri Najeeb Kanthapuram and five other Members regarding the serious situation
reported to have arisen due to the increase in accidents on the State owing to the
unfinished maintenance works of State roads.

In protest against the attitude of the Government in the matter, the Members
belonging to the opposition staged a walkout.

Calling Attention :

(1) Shri Kovoor Kunjumon called the attention of the Minister for Law,
Industries and Coir to the necessity to resolve the problems reported to
have faced by the cashew workers and to re-open the closed private
cashew factories in the State. The Minister made a statement thereto.

(2) Shri K. P. A. Majeed called the attention of the Minister for Law,
Industries and Coir to the necessity to resolve the miserable conditions
reported to have faced by the Edarikkode Textiles (Spinning Mill) and
Kerala Electrical and Allied Engineering Ltd. (KEL) and to launch new
industrial ventures in the unused land of the said firms. The Minister
made a statement thereto.

Since the motion was opposed by the Minister for Local
Self Government, Excise and Parliamentary Affairs, the mover was allowed to
make a brief statement. The statement was inconclusive and set aside for
continuation of discussion.

(ii) Shri G. S. Jayalal moved the motion for leave to introduce The Kerala
Protection and Regularisation of Maramadi Agricultural Festival Bill, 2024 given
notice of by him. Since the motion was opposed by the Minister for Agriculture,
the mover was allowed to make a brief statement. The statement was inconclusive
and set aside for continuation of discussion.

(iii) Shri P. P. Chitharanjan moved the motion for leave to introduce The
Kerala Restaurants (Control of Prices and Ensuring of Quality of Food Stuffs) Bill,
2022 given notice of by him. Since the motion was opposed by the Minister for
Agriculture on behalf of Minister for Food and Civil Supplies, the mover was
allowed to make a brief statement. The statement was inconclusive and set aside
for continuation of discussion.

(iv) Shri P. Ubaidulla moved the motion for leave to introduce The Kerala
Constitution of School Catering Employees Welfare Fund Board Bill, 2021 given
notice of by him. Since the motion was opposed by the Minister for General
Education and Labour, the mover was allowed to make a brief statement. The
statement was inconclusive and set aside for continuation of discussion.
