The Assembly met at 9.00 a.m. with Mr. Speaker in the Chair.

Quesﬁons:

Four Questions in the list of Questions posted for the day were answered
orally.

Correction of answer to Unstarred Questions:

The Corrected answer to Unstarred question No. 1853 dated 20 June 2024
of Eleventh session of Fifteenth Kerala Legislative Assembly was laid on the
Table by Shri. K. B. Ganesh Kumar, Minister for Transport.

Adjournment Motion:

Smt. K. K. Rema and five other members had given a notice for moving an
adjournment motion regarding the said public concerns about the lack of follow up
investipation into the revelations in the Hema Committee report, and the
proceedings of the House should be suspended to discuss the matter, The Speaker
informed the House that the notice was not in order as per rule 52(vii), and was
disallowed.

{Following this, the Members belonging to opposition staged a walkout.)
Calling Attention :

1. Shri. Job Maichil invited the attention of the Minister for Water Resources
to the necessity to maintain natural flow in the Water bodies by dredging and to
formulate a permanent system for the removal of weeds from them. The Minister
for Water Resource made a statement in this regard.



2. Shri. Sajeev Joseph invited attention of the Chief Minister to the necessity
to bring to the notice of the Central Government the inevitability to increase the
number of flight services from Kannur Airport and 1o develop the Airport into
International standards. For Chief Minister, the Minister for Local Self
Governments, Excise and Parliamentary Affairs made a staternent in this regard.

Since
the motion was opposed by the Minister for Local Self Governments, Excise and
Parliamentary Affairs on behalf of the Chief Minister, the mover was allowed to
make a brief statement. The statement was inconclusive and set aside for
continuation of discussion,

(ii) Shri. Eldose P. Kunnappillil moved the motion for leave to introduce
Ensuring Removal and Rehabilitation of Apggressive (Ferocious) Animals
Roaming in Residential Areas to Safe Abodes Bill, 2022 given notice by him.
Since the motion was opposed by the Minister for Forests and Wildlife, the
mover was allowed to make a brief statement. The staternent was inconclusive and
set aside for continuation of discussion.

(iii) DR. N. Jayaraj moved the motion for leave to introduce The Kerala
Fireforce (Amendment) Bill, 2024 given notice by him. Since the motion was
opposed by the Minister for Local Self Governments, Excise and Parliamentary
Affairs on behalf of the Chief Minister. the mover was allowed to make a brief
statement. The statement was inconclusive and set aside for continuation of
discussion.

(iv) Shri. T. Siddique moved the motion for leave to introduce The Kerala
Disaster Management Volunteers’ Protection Bill, 2024 given notice by him.
Since the motion was opposed by the Minister for Local Self Governments.
Excise and Parliamentary Affairs on behalf of the Minister for Revenue and
Housing, the mover was allowed to make a brief statement. The statement was
inconclusive and set aside for continuation of discussion.

(v) Shri. Sajeev Joseph moved the motion for leave to introduce The
Tourism sector Employees’ Welfare fund Bill, 2024 given notice by him. Since
the motion was opposed by the Minister for Higher Education and Social Justice
on behalf of the Minister for Public Works and Tourism, the mover was allowed
1o make a brief statement. The statement was inconclusive and set aside for
continuation of discussion.

(i) Shri. P. . Chitharanjan continued the statement regarding the leave to
introduce The Kerala Preservation, Maintenance and Construction of Playgrounds
Bill, 2021 given notice by him.

(ii) Shri. P. C. Vishnunadh continued the statement regarding the leavé to
introduce The Kerala Constitution of Playschool Kindergarten Registration
Authority Bill, 2021 given notice by him. The statement was inconclusive and set
aside for continuation of discussion.
