ORDER

In the judgment dtd 22/06/2020 in WP(C) No.1464/2019 filed
by All Kerala Chakkala Nair/ Chakkala Samudaya Sanghom Trust, the
Hon'ble High Court set aside (he Ext.P11 order and directed the 10"
respondent to consider Ext.P9 representation submitted by the petitioner
taking Dote of Ext.P12 letter of the Government of India also, in accordance
with law,

As per the GO read as 2" paper above Government after hearing the
petitioner had rejected the representation of the petitioner for issuance of a
NOC (o start a Homoeopathic Medical College under the Trust. As per
judgement read as 3™ paper above the Hon'ble Court has set aside the said
order and directed the 10" respondent to consider Ext.P9 representation. In
the Exbt P9 representation the petitioner requested to issue NOC for starting
a new Homoeopathic Medical College under the label of their trust,

Government have examined (he matter in detail. As per letter
L No.F.No.R.13040/8/2018-HB (Tech) dtd 15.06.2018 (Ext. P13), the Ministry
of AYUSH, Government of India requested the State Governments not to
grant fresh NOC for new colleges [or the purpose of improving the quality of
Education and also for providing quality health care delivery system. Later,
as per letter No.F.No.R.13040/08/2018—HD (Tech) dtd 13.04.2020, (Exbt
P12) the Ministry ‘of AYUSH has reviewed its earlier decision and intimated
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that State Governments and Universities may issue NOC and consent of
affiliation respectively for starting new Colleges. NOC from the State
Government is a mandatory requirement for starting a new Homeo College in
the State. The State Government cannot mechanically issue No Objection
Certificate without appraising various lactors and circumstances prevailing
in the State. Belore issuing an NOC, it is to be examined whether it is
essential or not. As lar as Homoco Sector is concerned, the state has 5
Homocopathic Medical colleges, (wo government Colleges and three aided
colleges and a total number of 315 BHMS seals. Therefore 315 students will
pass oul as Homoco Doctlors every year. At present, there is no shortage of
Doctors in the Homoeo sector. Now the students who pass out as Doctors do -
not have adequate job opportunities in Government or private seclor, which
reflects that there is no necessity to start a new Homoceo College in Private/
Government sector. The present situation is sullicient to meet the demands
of Homoeo sector. As such there is no need to issue NOC to New Homoeo
colleges as per exhibit P12 instruction ol Ministry of AYUSH.

In the above circumstances the request ol the petitioner (exhibit P9) Lo
give NOC to Start Homoco College based on Exhibit P12 is hereby rejected.
The direction contained in the judgment did 22/06/2020 in WP(C)
No.1464/2019 filed by All Kerala Chakkala Nair/ Chakkala Samudaya
Sanghom Trust has been complied with accordingly.
