Kindly refer to the letter cited as reference (1), in which the University of Kerala had sought certain
clarifications regarding the implementation of the K-REAP project. As per the letter cited as
reference (2), the Principal Secretary, Higher Education Department, has entrusted the Kerala State
Higher Education Council -(I(SHEC) with the responsibility of addressing the university’s concerns.

In continuation of the above, a joint meeting was held on 03-04-2025 between the K-REAP Project
Monitoring Unit {PMU) of KSHEC, the K-REAP Project Development Unit (PDU) of ASAP Kerala, and
the authorities of the University of Kerala. During the meeting, the concerns raised by the university
were discussed in detail and necessary clarifications were provided.

As per the outcome of the meeting, the university had expressed its willingness to initiate the
implementation of the K-REAP software starting from the second semester onwards. However,
KSHEC has not received any further communication from the University regarding the status or
specific requirements for the implementation.

In this regard, we kindly request the University to furnish the list of programmes and specific
requirements where the K-REAP software is to be implemented, at the earliest. This will help us to
schedule the deployment process in a timely and coordinated manner.
