RESUME OF BUSINESS TRANSACTED DURING THE FIRST
SESSION OF THE TWELFTH KERALA LEGISLATIVE

ASSEMBLY

The Twelfth Kerala Legislative Assembly was constituted on May 13, 2006
after the General Election held on April 22, 29 and May 3, 2006 (General
Election to the Assembly was conducted in three phases for the first time in
Kerala).  A Nineteen member Ministry, headed by Shri V. S. Achuthananthan
assumed office on May 18, 2006.

The summons dated May 19, 2006 for the First Session of  the Twelfth
Kerala Legislative Assembly was issued to the Members on May 20, 2006.  The
Session Commenced at 9.00 a.m. on Wednesday, May 24, 2006 and adjourned
sine-die at 12.30 p.m. on June 30, 2006. The Session met on 16-6-2006 after a
break from 26-5-2006 to 15-6-2006. During the Session, Assembly met on the
following dates viz. May 24, 25, June 16, 19, 20, 21, 22, 23, 26, 27, 28, 29
and 30 (13 days of sittings).  The House transacted business for 87 hours and
59 minutes.

Oath of Office :

The Members assembled for swearing at 9 a.m. on Wednesday May 24,
2006 in the Assembly Chamber, Legislature Complex, Thiruvananthapuram.
Shri V. J. Thankappan, who was appointed by the Governor to perform the
duties of the Speaker under Article 180(1) of the Constitution, was in the Chair
(Shri V. J. Thankappan took oath before the Governor on May 23, 2006).  The
Secretary informed the House that under Article 180(1) of the Constitution the
Governor has appointed Shri V. J. Thankappan to perform the duties of the
Speaker and that under Article 188 of the Constitution the Governor has
appointed Shri V. J. Thankappan as the person before whom Members of the
newly elected Legislative Assembly shall make and subscribe oath or affirmation
according to the form set out for the purpose in the Third Schedule of the
Constitution.  One Hundred and Thirty Eight members took oath or affirmation
and signed in the Roll of Members (Shri Mathai Chacko took affirmation on 29-
5-2006 before the Speaker at the Lake Shore Hospital, Ernakulam).

Election of Speaker :

Two Member, viz. Shri M. Murali and Shri K. Radhakrishnan have been
duly nominated as candidates for election as Speaker.  The election was
conducted at 9.00 a.m. on May 25, 2006, with Shri V. J. Thankappan, Pro-tem
Speaker in the Chair. Shri K. Radhakrishnan secured 93 votes and
Shri M. Murali secured 40 Votes.  Shri K. Radhakrishnan, therefore declared
elected as Speaker.

Salient Features of Bills Passed

THE KERALA PROFESSIONAL COLLEGES (PROHIBITION OF CAPITATION FEE, REGULATION

OF ADMISSION, FIXATION OF NON-EXPLOITATIVE FEE AND OTHER MEASURES TO ENSURE

EQUITY AND EXCELLENCE IN PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION)
BILL, 2006

The Hon’ble Supreme Court in its judgement in P. A. Inamdar and others
Vs. State of Maharashtra has held that the State Government in the absence
of a Central Legislation, can come out with a detailed well thought out
legislation for ensuring fair, transparent and non-exploitative procedure for
admission to ensure merit based admission in unaided professional colleges.
The 93rd Constitutional Amendment has empowered the State Legislatures to
reserve seats in unaided professional institutions for socially and educationally
backward classes of citizens and for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes.  The policy of the State is to protect and strengthen its long tradition of
providing equitable opportunities for education at all levels by providing
freeship/scholarship to socially and economically backward classes of students.
Providing greater access to professional education would enhance national
wealth, more so in the emerging Knowledge Economy.  The State on its own
does not have the resources to provide free education to all meritorious students
belonging to the socially and economically weaker sections who want to pursue
in professional education.  The State has therefore decided to check the
commercialization of professional education and to promote charitable
investment in the unaided professional education sector.

The Bill is intended to achieve the above objects.
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THE KERALA APPROPRIATION (VOTE ON ACCOUNT No. 2)
BILL, 2006

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of Article 204 (1) of the Constitution
of India read with Article 206 thereof, to provide for the appropriation out of
the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys required to meet
the expenditure charged on the Consolidated Fund of the State and the grants
made in advance by the Legislative Assembly in respect of the estimated
expenditure of the Government of Kerala during the months of August,
September and October of the Financial Year 2006-07.
