On March 1, 2017, Shri E. Chandrasekharan, Minister for Revenue and Housing

made a statement regarding the steps being taken by the Government to face the
scarcity of drinking water and crop destruction due to severe drought in the State.

Ruling 2

not be a mere repetition of the Statement of Objects and Reasons of the Bill and
that it should explain the circumstances that had necessitated immediate
legislation by Ordinance.

Year 2017-2018 on 3-3-2017. The General Discussion on budget continued for
three days, viz., 6-3-2017, 7-3-2017 and 8-3-2017. The Assembly devoted 9 hours
and 36 minutes for General discussion on Budget for 2017-2018.
69 Members (including Minister for Finance and Coir) participated in the

discussion.
(2) Vote on Account

Vote on Account for the months of April, May and June of the Financial Year
2017-2018 was laid on the Table of the House on 3-3-2017. The Demands for
Grants on Account were discussed and passed by the Assembly on 14-3-2017. Out
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of 54 cut motions received, none was moved. The Kerala Appropriation (Vote of
Account) Bill, 2017, in respect of the Vote on Account for the months of April,
May and June of the Financial Year 2017-2018 was introduced by the Minister for
Finance and Coir, on 15-3-2017. The Bill was taken up for consideration and
passed on the same day. The Assembly devoted 1 hr. and 39 minutes for
transacting financial business relating to the Vote on Account for the months of
April, may and June of the Financial Year 2017-2018.

(3) Supplementary Demands for Grants

The Kerala Appropriation Bill, 2017, in respect of the final batch of
Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2016-2017 was introduced in the
Assembly on 13-3-2017. The Bill was taken into consideration and passed on the
same day. The House devoted 01 hour and 09 minutes for the business.

According to the calender of sittings for the Fourth Session of the
Fourteenth Kerala Legislative Assembly, one day was allotted for transacting
