On
September 11, 2023, Shri Shafi Prambil and five other Members had given a
notice for moving an adjournment motion regarding the situation reported to have
arisen consequent to the findings in the CBI's enquiry report in the court that there
is an alleged high-level conspiracy to trap former Chief Minister Oommen Chandy
in the solar case. As the Chief Minister expressed his willingness to discuss the
motion, the Speaker granted permission to move the adjournment motion and
announced that the motion would be taken up at 01.00 p.m. and 12 Members took
part of the discussion. Chief Minister, Shri Pinarayi Vijayan replied to the points
raised during the discussion.

On September 13, 2023, Shri Roji M. John and five other Members had
given a notice for moving an adjournment motion regarding the situation reported
to have arisen consequent to the severe financial crisis in the State which stalled
the developmental activities and many social security schemes due to the
mismanagement and extravagance of Government. As the Minister for Finance
expressed his willingness to discuss the motion, the Speaker granted permission to
move the adjournment motion and announced that the motion would be taken up
at 01.00 p.m. and 13 Members took part of the discussion. Minister for Finance,
Shri K. N. Balagopal replied to the points raised during the discussion.



No other notices of Adjournment Motions were admitted. Details of notices
of Adjournment Motions in respect of which consent was withheld, after hearing
the views of Ministers concerned on the floor of the House are given in Appendix II.

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APPENDIX-VII
SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

1. The Kerala Livestock and Poultry Feed and Mineral Mixture
(Regulation of Manufacture and Sale) Bill, 2022

It is essential to regulate the manufacture, storage, distribution and
sale and to ensure the quality of livestock feed, poultry feed and mineral
mixture in the State of Kerala. MILMA and Kerala Feeds Limited are the
two institutions in the State that are involved in the production and
marketing of livestock and poultry feed in the co-operative sector and
public sector respectively. These two establishments can only cater less
than fifty percent of the requirement of livestock feed for the farmers in
Kerala. Moreover, raw materials required for the production of livestock
and poultry feed are procured from the states outside Kerala. Quality of
each raw material is to be ensured in the pre-production process itself.
Apart from the feeds produced and marketed by MILMA and the Kerala
Feeds, livestock feed and poultry feed from private sector and outside the
state are also available in the State. In addition to this, alternative feeds
(corn powder, different kinds of oil cakes, wheat, bran etc.) are also
available in the market. It is difficult to detect adulteration in many of these
alternative feeds.Therefore a legislation is necessary to ensure the quality
of them. Since there is no quality control mechanism at present for the
livestock and poultry feed and supplementary feeds, produced or sold in the
State, it is necessary to bring a legislation for that purpose.

2. The Kerala Motor Transport Workers' Payment of Fair Wages
(Amendment) Bill, 2022

The Kerala Motor Transport Worker’s Payment of Fair Wages Act,
1971 does not contain any provision enabling a motor transport worker to
prefer claims against non-payment of fair wages under the said Act.
Therefore, it is felt necessary to make suitable provisions in the Act

enabling a motor transport worker to prefer claims for realising any money
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due to him under the said Act, appoint such authorities to hear and decide for any
specified area all claims arising out of payment of less than the fair wages to the
motor transport workers employed or paid in that area and also make provision
enabling the Labour Commissioner to entertain appeals against the decisions of
the authorities.

3. The Sree Pandaravaka Lands (Vesting and Enfranchisement)
Amendment Bill, 2022

The Sree Pandaravaka Lands (Vesting and Enfranchisement) Act, 1971 does
not contain provision for periodical revision of annuity to Sree Padmanabha
Swamy Temple which is determined by section 6 of the Act. It has been proposed
to revise the annuity in accordance with the rise in prices of the commodities. As
per section 6 of the Sree Pandaravaka Lands (Vesting and Enfranchisement) Act,
1971, the annuity fixed to Sree Padmanabha Swamy Temple is Rs. 58,500/-
(Rupees Fifty Eight Thousand and Five Hundred Only). The Government have
decided to enhance the annuity being paid to Sree Padmanabha Swamy Temple to
thrice the amount, determined under section 6 of the Act for ten years and

thereafter the Government may decide the matter of revising the rate of annuity.
4. The Kerala Co-operative Societies (Third Amendment) Bill, 2022

The Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969 (Act 21 of 1969) was enacted
in 1969. Thereafter so many amendments were made in this Act for development

and sustainability of the co-operative sector.

2. Now, co-operative sector in Kerala has achieved tremendous progress.The
deposits in the co-operative societies have increased up to rupees two lakh crores.
Number of societies and their activities increased many fold. At the sametime,

sporadic incidents of undesirable practices are also noticed from this sector.

3. Now, Government consider that detailed revamping of co-operative sector
is inevitable to meet the challenges and to guide institutions to new direction. A
prudent scheme for the effective management of deposits in the societies and
transparent reporting system are the need of the hour. More healthy interference of

Government is necessary to ensure growth and development in the sector.
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4. Hence Government have decided to make necessary amendments in the
Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969.

5. The Kerala Dairy Farmers' Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2023

The Kerala Dairy Farmers' Welfare Fund Act, 2007 to provide for the
constitution of a Fund to grant relief, to ensure the welfare, and to pay pension to
the farmers engaged in cattle rearing in the State of Kerala, came into force on
24h August, 2005. Now there are 12 members in the Kerala Dairy Farmers'
Welfare Fund Board which is constituted as per section 8 of the Act, in order to
supervise and carry out the activities of granting financial aid from the Fund.
Government decided to increase the number of members in the Kerala Dairy
Farmers' Welfare Fund Board from the existing 12 to 15 by including three
persons nominated by the Government from the Presidents of Anand Pattern Milk
Producers Co-operative Societies functioning in the State in the circumstance that
there is no representation of the Anand Pattern Milk Societies (APCOS) in the
existing Board which constitute 85 per cent of the total milk societies in the
aggregate. The Government also decided to make amendments in the Act to
include provisions in the Act to submit and process applications for membership
in the Welfare Fund through online and to make it mandatory to keep the register
recording the details which are necessary for the implementation of the scheme
including the details regarding the members and pensioners in the societies and
also to appoint an officer not below the rank of Joint Director in the Dairy
Development Department as the Chief Executive Officer of the Board and to
realise the amount with interest from the responsible officer in the society if the
contribution paid by the dairy farmers is not paid to the Fund by the societies in
the same month and to omit the limitation period specified to supersede the Board
by the Government.

6. The Kerala Appropriation (No.3) Bill, 2023

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India read with Article 205 thereof, to authorise payment and
appropriation of certain further sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of the
State of Kerala required to meet the supplementary expenditure charged on the
Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made by the Legislative
Assembly for the expenditure of the Government of Kerala for the Financial year
2023-2024.
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7. The Abkari (Amendment) Bill, 2023

Government have decided to decriminalise certain provisions of the State
Acts in order to facilitate entreprenuers who intend to do their business activities
in Kerala. At present the offences under sections 55 H and 55 I of the Abkari Act,
1077 are not compoundable under section 67A of the said Act. Now the
Government have decided to decriminalise the offences under the above said
sections and decided to make the offences compoundable under the above said
sections by increasing the fine.

8. The Kerala Medical Education (Regulation and Control of Admission to
Private Medical Educational Insitutions) Amendment Bill, 2023

As the Indian Medical Council Act, 1956 was repealed with effect from 25"
September, 2020 vide notification No.S.0. 3263 (E) dated 24th September, 2020,
issued by the Central Government under section 60 of the National Medical
Commission Act, 2019 (Central Act 30 of 2019), the National Medical
Commission came into existence in place of Medical Council of India. In the said
circumstances, the word “ Medical Council of India” , wherever referred to in the
Kerala Medical Education (Regulation and Control of Admission to Private
Medical Educational Institutions) Act, 2017 (Act 15 of 2017) has to be amended
as “ National Medical Commission” . For the said purpose the Government has
decided to amend the Kerala Medical Education (Regulation and Control of
Admission to Private Medical Educational Institutions) Act, 2017.

9. The Indian Partnership (Kerala Amendment) Bill, 2023

Schedule of the Indian Partnership Act, 1932 (Central Act 9 of 1932)
envisages the maximum fees payable in respect of various documents under the
said Act. The existing rate of fees are ranging from fifty rupees to five hundred
rupees which come into force on 18th October, 2013, vide the Indian Partnership
(Kerala Amendment) Act, 2013 (32 of 2013). In order to give effect to the
financial proposal of the Government of Kerala for the financial year 2023-24 as
announced in paragraph 557 of the Budget Speech 2023-24, the Government have
decided to enhance the maximum fee for filing various documents under the said
Act.
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The present proposal is to enhance the maximum fees ranging from rupees
five hundred to rupees two thousand for filing various documents by amending
Schedule I of the Indian Partnership Act, 1932.

10. The Kerala Building Tax (Amendment) Bill, 2023

The onetime building tax and luxury tax under the Kerala Building Tax
Act, 1975 (7 of 1975) are charged based on the plinth area of the building levied
and is collected by the Revenue Department. But due to the lack of man power in
that Department, thousands of residential and non-residential buildings in the State
remain unassessed which sustain heavy revenue loss to the Government. To avoid
revenue loss and improve the collection of revenue, the Government have decided
to collect the said tax based on the assessment details of Local Self Government
Department which was proposed in the Budget speech 2019-20, an amendment is
required for section 6 to that effect.

The State Government is levying luxury tax annually on residential building
having plinth area more than 278.7 M2 under this Act as per entry 49 of the State
List in the 7th Schedule to the Constitution of India. But in view of
101st amendment to the Constitution which omitted tax on luxuries from entry 62
of the State List, many writ petitions were filed before the Hon'ble High Court
alleging that the State Government is not empowered to collect luxury tax. The
Hon'ble Advocate General has also opined that it is better to amend the Act
suitably so as to enable the Government to collect the tax in future and from the
liability of refunding the collected tax since the Constitutional amendment

11. The Kerala Healthcare Service Persons and Healthcare Service
Institutions (Prevention of Violence and Damage to Property) Amendment
Bill, 2023

The Kerala Healthcare Service Persons And Healthcare Service
Institutions(Prevention of Violence and Damage to Property) Act, 2012 (Act 14 of
2012) prohibits violence against healthcare service persons and prevents damage
and loss to property in healthcare service institutions. Taking into account of
circumstances of violence that occured against healthcare service persons and on
the basis of the Order dated 27th October, 2021 in R.P. No0.379 of 2021 in W.P.
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(C) No.10659 of 2021 and W.P.(C) No.11820 of 2021 of the Honourable High
Court of Kerala, Government have decided to amend the Kerala Healthcare
Service Persons And Healthcare Service Institutions (Prevention of Violence and
Damage to Property)Act, 2012 (Act 14 of 2012).

2. The Government have decided to amend section 2(b) of the Kerala
Healthcare Service Persons And Healthcare Service Institutions (Prevention of
Violence and Damage to Property) Act, 2012 by bringing para medical students
and para medical workers, security guards, managerial staff, ambulance drivers
and helpers employed and working in medical service institutions and any other
persons which Government notifies in the official Gazette, from time to time,
within the ambit of the said Act, to make ‘verbal abuse’ against the Healthcare
Service Persons as an offence and to grade the offences of violence based on its
gravity of offences, to provide separate punishments to offenders, to make
offences under items (ii) and (iii) of sub-section (1) of section 4 cognizable and
non-bailable,to include provision for giving compensation to the healthcare service
persons for the damage or loss occured to them. Also, the Government have
decided to include a new section for providing a provision for ensuring speedy
investigation, trial etc. and a provision for designation of special courts and special
prosecutors and a sub-section is also added in section 7 for widening the scope of
rule making provisions under this Act. For the above said purposes the
Government have decided to amend the Kerala Healthcare Service Persons And
Healthcare Service Institutions (Prevention of Violence and Damage to
Property)Act, 2012 (Act 14 of 2012).

12. The Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as
respects certain Corporations and Companies) Second Amendment Bill,
2023

It is the policy of the Government to conduct the appointments to
Government-owned enterprises through Public Service Commission. The
Government have decided to make the appointments of the Kerala Agricultural
Workers' Welfare Fund Board constituted under section 11 of the Kerala
Agricultural Workers' Act, 1974 (18 of 1974), the Kerala Building and Other
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Construction Workers' Welfare Board constituted under sub-section (1) of section
18 of the Building and Other Construction Workers (Regulation of Employment
and Conditions of Service) Act, 1996 (Central Act 27 of 1996), the Kerala Shops
and Commercial Establishments Workers' Welfare Fund Board constituted under
section 6 of the Kerala Shops and Commercial Establishments Workers' Welfare
Fund Act, 2006 (24 of 2006), the Kerala Abkari Workers' Welfare Fund Board
constituted under section 6 of the Kerala Abkari Workers' Welfare Fund Act, 1989
(19 of 1989) and the Kerala Fishermen's Welfare Fund Board constituted under
section 7 of the Kerala Fishermen's Welfare Fund Act, 1985 (30 of 1985) through
Public Service Commission. In order to include the above said institutions under
the purview of the Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as
respects certain Corporations and Companies) Act, 1970, it is necessary to bring

an amendment to the said Act.
13. The Kerala Taxation Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2023

The Kerala State Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 (20 of 2017) was
enacted with a view to make a provision for levy and collection of tax on intra-

State supply of goods or services or both by the State of Kerala.

2. Consequent to the recommendation made in the 49th meeting of GST
Council, necessary amendments for establishment of the Goods and Services Tax
Appellate Tribunal (GSTAT) have been made in the Central Goods and Services
Tax Act vide the Central Finance Act, 2023. Hence, to make the Benches of
GSTAT functional as early as possible, it is requested to make necessary

amendments in the Kerala State Goods and Services Tax Act also.

3. The proposed Kerala Taxation Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2023, inter alia,
provides for the following, namely:— (i) to amend sections 30, 62, 109, 117, 118,
119 and to omit sections 110 and 114 of the Kerala State Goods and Services Tax
Act, 2017 (20 of 2017);(ii) to amend section 11 of the Kerala Finance Act, 2023
(17 of 2023)
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14. The Kerala Conservation of Paddy Land and Wetland (Amendment)
Bill, 2023

The Government have decided to appoint an officer, not below the rank of
Deputy Collector for exercising the powers conferred upon the Revenue
Divisional Officer either wholly or partly, in case Government specially
authorised in this regard, in accordance with the Kerala Conservation of Paddy
Land and Wetland Act, 2008 and rules related there under. Though the various
provisions of the Act deals with the powers and functions of the Revenue
Divisional Officer, the same has not been defined, hence the Government have
decided to make suitable amendment in section 2 of the said Act for defining the

word Revenue Divisional Officer.
15. The Kerala Government Land Assignment (Amendment) Bill, 2023

As per the Kerala Government Land Assignment Act, 1960, the land
assigned shall be used only for the purpose for which it was assigned. But it has
come to notice that for the last sixty years assignees under this Act have been
using the land for purposes other than for which the land was assigned. Moreover,
it has also come to notice that the assignees have also violated the conditions
attached to the patta.While considering various cases related to unauthorised land
encroachment in Idukki district, the Hon'ble High Court ordered that the
department concerned shall ensure the construction works shall be carried out only
after getting Non Objection Certificate from various departments. In pursuance of
this, the Government had imposed certain restrictions for the construction works
which had affected the people severely. The parties concerned again approached
the Hon'ble High Court alleging that the order issued by the Government is not in
consonance with the decision of the Hon'ble High Court and the court considered
this matter and ordered that the Government have concrete and effective steps to
ensure that the land issue in Munnar area is to finally settled. Based on the
decision of the court and on the opinion of the Advocate General, the Government

have decided to make suitable amendment in the said Act.
