The list of SROs
considered by the Committee is given in Annexure I and SRO No. 642/08 is included
in Annexure II.

REPORT

CHAPTER I

Scrutiny of SROs issued under Various Acts

Kerala Irrigation and Water Conservation Act, 2003 (31 of 2003)
SRO No. 1076/2005[G.O.(P) No. 60/2005/WRD dt. 5-12-2005]

By this SRO Government have in exercise of the powers conferred by
Section 94 of the Kerala Irrigation and Water Conservation Act, 2003 (31 of 2003)
formulated the Kerala Irrigation and Water Conservation Rules, 2005.

2.   The Kerala Irrigation and Water Conservation Rules came to be
notified only in 2005, two years after the enactment.  Expressing concern over
the delay the Committee observes that such inordinate delay would only serve
to defeat the intention behind the legislation and recommends that the delay of
such kind should be avoided.

3.   Rule 6 deals with the details of licence to be issued for using water
from any irrigation work owned, controlled or maintained by the Government.

4.   The Committee points out that no validity period has been specified in
the Rules for the issuance of licence for utilising water from irrigation works.
The Committee recommends that the omission be rectified.

5. Rule 12 states that the “cess payable under Sub-section (2) of Section
23 shall be paid within a period of 60 days from the date of notification, rate of
cess fixed by the Government by remitting the amount to the Village Officer
having jurisdiction over the area”. The Committee understands that there has
been delay in issuing notification regarding the rate of cess.  The Committee
requires that the department shall take speedy action for framing necessary rules
in this regard and desires to be furnished with  the details of the notification
without further delay.

6. Section 25 of the Act permits the local authority to levy an annual
irrigation cess on lands benefited by minor irrigation works executed by it with
the prior sanction of the Government.  Sub-section (2) empowers the
Government to fix the rate of irrigation cess to be levied by the local authority
from time to time. The Committee wants to be informed whether the rate of cess
have been fixed by the Government.  The Committee also desires to be
furnished with the details in this regard.

7. Sub-section (1) of Section 29 of the Act directs the Government to make
rules or orders from time to time for regulating the distribution of water from all
irrigation works constructed or maintained wholly or partly by the Government at
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its cost. The Committee understands that the department follows a system in
which all matters relating to the distribution of water is decided and regulated
by the Project Advisory Committee. The Committee requires to ensure the
participation of all members including the District Collector, who is the head of
the project advisory committee during its meetings.

8. As per Sub-section (3) of Section 29, an Irrigation Calendar shall be
published every year by the Water Resources Department. The Committee is
given to understand that the Irrigation Calendar has not yet been published and
the date, time and turn of  distribution of water was decided by the project
advisory committee.  The Committee recommends that Irrigation Calendar should
be published  two or three months in advance in consultation with the
Electricity Board.

9. Rule 15 deals with the Constitution of the Padasekharam Committee, its
tenure, mode of election etc.  The Committee notes that Section 32 which allows
the Government to form Padasekharam Committee has not been mentioned in the
rule.

10. Clause (g) of Sub-rule (10) of Rule 15 allows an Executive Committee
whose term has already been expired to continue until a newly elected committee
enters upon office.  The Committee observes that no specific time limit has been
fixed within which the election of the new committee is to be held. The
Committee recommends that Government should specify a time limit within which
election has to be conducted instead of stating a vague term ‘immediately’.

11. Section 34 of the Act empowers the Government to prescribe the duties
of the Collector, Punja Special Officer or Officer authorised in this behalf.  The
Committee also observes that in Rule 17 the Section and Sub-section has not
been mentioned. The Committee recommends that the section and sub-section
concerned should also be mentioned in the rule.

12.  Rule 18, which deals with the realisation of cost of repair works, do
not specify the sub-section of section 39 of the Act, which empowers
Government to realise the cost.  The Committee recommends for the inclusion of
the provisions in the section and sub-section concerned in the Rule.

13. Rule 19 deals with the details of application for permission for fishing
in reservoirs, granting/rejecting of application etc.  The Committee observes that
no provision is given for appeal if the application for fishing is rejected by the
Irrigation Officer.  Hence the Committee recommends that necessary steps be
taken to incorporate adequate provision for appeal if the application is rejected.
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14. Section 43 of the Act empowers the Government to prohibit or
regulate by licence or otherwise navigation for commercial purpose such as
carriage of persons or goods in connection with any business or trade including
tourism promotion or commerce in any irrigation work by notification.

15. The Committee understands that the formulation of rules for
regulating navigation for commercial purposes is under the active consideration
of the Government.  In the light of the mishaps that occurred in the recent past,
utmost care should be taken to ensure all safety aspects.  The Committee
therefore recommends that rules in this regard be notified immediately.

16. Sub-section (4) of Section 46 of the Act (Rule 20) requires the
Government to publish in the Gazette the rate of betterment contribution payable
per hectare in respect of each class of land determined under Sub-section (3)
Pointing out that the rule in this regard has not been notified, the Committee
directs the department to expedite follow-up action and conduct periodic review
to ensure that the framing of rules and publishing the notification are not
delayed further.

17. Though Section 47 directs Government to prescribe the mode of
payment of betterment contribution it has not been specified in the Rules.  The
Committee recommends that the mode of payment be clearly specified in the
rules.

18. Clause (XV) of Section 51 of the Act directs the Government to
prescribe the records to be maintained by the Farmers’ Association.  Since no
such records are seen prescribed in the rule the Committee recommends that the
Government should clearly specify the types of records to be maintained by the
Farmers’ Association in the Rule.

19. Section 53 of the Act directs the Government to appoint an officer
from the Water Resources or Agriculture Department, if they found necessary, to
be the competent authority for the Farmers’ Aassociation by a notification.
Section 56(6) instructs the competent authority to render assistance in the
conduct of social audit by the Farmers’  Aassociation.  The Committee expresses
its dissatisfaction over the failure of the department to take necessary measures
as stipulated in the Act.  The Committee directs the department to review the
progress in this regard and report to the Committee the steps taken in this
direction without delay.

20. As per Sub-rule (2) of rule 24 the terms and conditions of employment
of the Dam Safety Authority will be as ordered by the Government.  But the
method of appointment has not been mentioned in the rule. The Committee
therefore recommends to specify the method of appointment in the rule.
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21. Clause (i) of Sub-section (1) of Section 62 states that the Government
may assign any other functions to the Dam Safety Authority in addition to those
enumerated in the Act.  The Committee requires that the details in this regard be
furnished to the Committee.

22. Sub-section (5) of Section 62 of the Act empowers the Government to
prescribe the manner by which the cost incurred by the Government in taking
possession and control of a dam for ensuring the safety of the dam or of the
public from the person/agency who owns or controls the dam shall be recovered.

23. Government have prescribed the method of recovery of cost incurred
by Government by Rule 25.  The Rule directs to recover the cost as if it were
an arrear of public revenue due on land.

24. The Committee learns that in cases where the possession and control
of a dam vests in other state Governments only a mutual agreement can be
entered upon with other states and that legal remedy would be the only solution
if dispute arises with regard to the ownership.  The Committee therefore
recommends that clear-cut provisions should be included in the Act and Rules
to protect the interest of the state in such circumstances.

25. Section 85 of the Act directs that water charges shall be imposed on
the person who makes unauthorised or wasteful use of water in addition to the
penalties imposed on him by or under the Act. Rule 32 describes the manner by
which a person aggrieved by an order of the Collector under Sub-section (1) or
Su-bsection (2) of Section 85 can make an appeal to the Government.  But the
Rule has failed to mention the time limit within which the appeal should be filed
after the receipt of the order appealed against.  The Committee therefore,
recommends that the time limit within which the appeal shall be filed be included
in the Rule.

26. Section 90 of the Act deals with the constitution of water management
and utilisation board.  The Committee wants to be informed whether rules in
this regard has been framed and implemented.

27. Sub-rule (9) of Rule 27 states that the Member Secretary of the Dam
Safety Authority shall maintain a collection register in Form No. 17 in respect of
all amounts realised and credited to the Authority’s Fund.  The Committee
notices that the form no. prescribed for Collection Register is 16 and not 17.
The Committee, therefore, recommends that the error be rectified by issuing an
erratum notification.
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28. The Committee observes that there is no provision in the rules to
remove the non-official members if the Authority desires so.  The Committee
opines that necessary provision shall be incorporated in the rule in this regard.

General Remarks

29. The Government have in exercise of the powers conferred by Section
94 of the Kerala Irrigation and Water Conservation Act, 2003 formulated Kerala
Irrigation and Water Conservation Rules, 2005.  On a close scrutiny of the
provisions of the rules the Committee notes that certain provisions lack clarity.
In the present scenario of inter-state river disputes and acute water shortage,
the Committee feels that river water and its proper management for irrigation and
conservation is an area where urgent governmental intervention is needed.
Various aspects of the issue such as safety of dams, keeping rivers free from
pollution, regulation and distribution of river water for irrigation, power
generation, drinking purposes, sand mining from river and conserving water have
to be kept in mind while enacting rules and regulations.  Therefore the
Committee recommends that the Act and Rules be amended comprehensively so
as to address the issues identified in  the implementation and to achieve the
objectives behind the Legislation.

30. By this SRO Government have in exercise of the powers conferred by
Sub-section (3) of Section 1 of the Kerala Irrigation and Water Conservation Act,
2003 appointed the 5th day of December 2005 as the date on which Section 4
and Sections 45 to 48 of the said Act come into force.

31. The Committee notices that the explanatory note is not seen attached
to the SRO.  The Committee requires to be furnished with an explanation in this
regard.
