But such business was transacted in the House
only on 19" September 2025, ie Private Members' Bills only as per the
recommendation of the Business Advisory Committee which was adopted by the
House. During the Session, the House devoted 103 minutes for Private Members'
Business.

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APPENDIX VII
SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS
The Kerala Public Records Bill, 2023

The appraisal of records of the Secretariat, Government Departments,
Committees and Commissions constituted by the Government, State Public Service
Commission, offices connected with and under other departments and transferring
of records of permanent value to the Archives Department, setting up of
department wise record rooms, destruction of records, preparation of retention
schedule etc. are being done as per G.O. (Ms.) No. 157/76/H.Edn. dated 11"
October, 1976 of the Higher Education (A) Department. The said order is not
applicable to the Local Self Government Institutions.

An efficient records management system is necessary for the preservation of
public records of records creating agencies such as Government Departments,
Local Self Government Institutions, State Public Sector Undertakings,
Commissions and Committees established by the Government under law. Hence
the Government have decided to make legislation on matters such as authorising
the Director of the State Archives Department as an authority to discharge the
functions relating to the administration of records, constituting an Archival
Advisory Board to advice the Government regarding maintenance and preservation
or public records, incorporating penal provisions for taking public records out of
the State and destruction of public records.

The General Sales Tax (Amendment) Bill, 2025

As per G. O. (P) No.136/2022/Taxes dated 25™ October, 2022 and published
as S.R.0. No0.1053/2022 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.3745 dated 3™
November, 2023, the Government had sanctioned the production of horti-wine
from the agricultural products available in the State except cereals. In para 547 of
the Budget speech 2023-24 it was declared that the existing tax structure of Indian
made wine will be made applicable to the horti-wine to help the farmers in the
State. Sales Tax on Foreign Liquor is levied under the Kerala General Sales Tax
Act, 1963 (15 of 1963). The Government have decided to fix the sales tax on horti-
wine equivalent to the sales tax on Indian-made wine and to make suitable
amendments in the Kerala General Sales Tax Act, 1963 (15 of 1963).

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The Kerala Societies Registration Bill, 2025

At present, there are two enactments namely the Travancore—Cochin Literary,
Scientific and Charitable Societies Registration Act, 1955 (Act 12 of 1955) and the
Societies Registration Act, 1860 (Central Act XXI of 1860) in force in the State for
the registration of literary, scientific and charitable societies. The Act applicable to
the Travancore—Cochin area is comparatively better than the Central Act of 1860
which is applicable to Malabar area but still it has several shortcomings. The
Central Act is only a framework legislation. When a society fails to file return etc,
although action, including fine, can be taken under the 1955 Act, due to lack of
stringent provisions in that law and as there is no such provision in 1860 Act and as
different laws were applicable to the Malabar area and the Travancore—Cochin

area, there has caused practical difficulties in the registration of society.

In these circumstances, the Government has decided to bring in a
comprehensive and uniform law applicable throughout the State, so as to ensure
transparency in the functioning of societies, to initiate action for non-filing of

returns in time, including any default and to provide for other provisions.
The Kerala Coir Workers’ welfare Cess (Amendment) Bill, 2025

For the effective implementation of Ease of Doing Business, the Kerala Law
Reforms Commission in its 19" Report have recommended amendments in the
Kerala Coir Workers” Welfare Cess Act, 2008 (20 of 2008), for imposing penalty
instead of existing penal provisions for procedural violations, minor offences, fine
etc., in the said Act, incorporating provisions for enhancement of penalty by taking
into account of central labour laws and current money value, giving opportunity to
dealer before imposing penalty, punishment for default in payment of penalty,
designating an officer for imposing penalty and compounding of offenses,
provisions for compounding of offenses on payment of seventy-five percent of the
maximum amount of fine and provisions for recovery of arrears as per the
provisions of the Kerala Revenue Recovery Act. The Government have considered
the above said recommendations and decided to make suitable amendments in the
said Act.
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The Kerala Coir Workers’ Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2025

For the effective implementation of Ease of Doing Business, the Kerala Law
Reforms Commission in its 19" Report have recommended amendments in the
Kerala Coir Workers’ Welfare Fund Act, 1987 (34 of 1987), for imposing penalty
instead of existing penal provisions for procedural violations, minor offences, fine
etc., in the said Act, incorporating provisions for enhancement of penalty by taking
into account of central labour laws and current money value, giving opportunity to
persons concerned before imposing penalty, punishment for default in payment of
penalty, designating an officer for imposing penalty and compounding of offenses,
compounding of offenses on payment of seventy-five percent of the maximum
amount of fine and recovery of arrears as per the provisions of the Kerala Revenue
Recovery Act. The Government have considered the above said recommendations
and decided to make suitable amendments in the said Act. In addition, the
Government have also decided to amend section 14 of the said Act, in accordance
with section 26E of the Securitisation and Reconstruction of Financial Assets and
Enforcement of Security Interests Act, 2002 (Central Act 54 of 2002). For the
above purposes, the Government have decided to make suitable amendments in the
said Act.

The Kerala Forest (Amendment) Bill, 2025

Government have decided to relax the restrictions for cutting sandal trees
from private lands and grant permission to the land owners to sell their sandal trees
through the Forest Department other than those reserved to Government during
assignment of such land and those in the notified areas under the Kerala
Preservation of Trees Act 1986 (35 of 1986) and the Kerala Forest (Vesting and
Management of Ecologically Fragile Lands) Act, 2003 (21 of 2005) so as to

promote planting of sandal trees.

At present, there is no provision in the Act to compound a forest offence after
the institution of the prosecution. Government have therefore decided to
incorporate provisions in the Act to compound certain offences with the permission
of the Court.
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The Government have also decided to amend the definition of "Forest
Officer" so as to include certain categories of officers and to exclude the categories
of officers which do not exist as of now.

The Wildlife Protection (Kerala Amendment) Bill, 2025

The Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972 (Central Act 53 of 1972) was enacted
by the Parliament on the State subject of “forests” and “protection of wild animals
and birds” in the State List in the VII"™ Schedule to the Constitution of India as
requested by the Legislatures of eleven States by resolution in pursuance of Article
252 of the Constitution. Though the State of Kerala had not passed such a
resolution, the Act was enforced in Kerala with effect from the 1* day of June,
1973.

The Act was enacted considering the situation prevailed at that time when
there was no prohibition for hunting of any wild animal. The Central Government
has also considered the rapid decline of wild animals and birds and that certain
species had become extinct in the country and also that the State laws were not
adequate to deal with the situation then existing.

After a long time from the enactment, the number of several species of wild
animals and birds have increased in the State and it caused continuous man-animal
conflicts and human death and damage to crops.

As per the 42™ amendment of the Constitution of India in 1976, the above
subjects for legislation has been included in the Concurrent List in the VII™
Schedule to the Constitution of India and as such the State Legislature has power to
enact on the subject. Therefore, to deal with the increasing man— animal conflicts
and loss of human life and property, the Government decided to make certain State
amendments to the Central Act. The proposed amendment is mainly intended for
empowering the Chief Wildlife Warden to take sudden actions and to order to kill,
without delay, any wild animal if it attacked and inflicted severe injuries to any
person in a public place where people are usually gathered or in a residential area.

Though the word “dangerous to human life” has been used in section 11 of
the Act, the Act does not specify when and in which situation a wild animal can be
considered as ‘dangerous to human life’. Government have decided to specify the
same. It is also proposed for population management of wild animals by way of
birth control or translocation.
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The Bill also provides to empower the State Government to declare any wild
animal in Schedule II to the Act to be a vermin. It is also proposed to exclude the
species ‘Bonnet Macaque’ from Schedule I and to include it in Schedule II to the
Act.

The Kerala Municipality (Amendment) Bill, 2025

Proviso to sub-section (5) of section 6 of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994
(20 of 1994) provides that one seat shall be reserved in that Municipality for the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes having higher population. If the
population of scheduled castes and scheduled tribes is equal, for the purpose of
reservation of seats, it was decided to amend the said section and regarding the
powers of the Chairperson, revising the financial responsibilities vested with the
Secretary, arranging for Internal Vigilance and Monitoring System and Social
audit, revising the limit of amount for the approval of estimate, property tax,
provisions to prevent the erection of hoardings, banners, flag posts and festoons,
granting power to prescribe the license fees and as part of making industrial
friendly, the Government have also decided to amend sections 15, 50, 56, 217, 233,
369, 447, 448, 449 of the Kerala Municipality Act, suitably.

The Kerala Panchayat Raj (Amendment) Bill, 2025

Provisos to sub-section (4) of section 7, sub-section (4) of section 8 and sub-
section (4) of section (9) of the Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, 1994 (13 of 1994)
provides that one seat shall be reserved in that Panchayat for the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes having higher population. If the population of scheduled
castes and scheduled tribes is equal, for the purpose of reservation of seats, it was
decided to amend the said sections of the Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, and regarding
arranging for Internal Vigilance and Monitoring System and Social audit, property
tax, as part of making industrial friendly, entrusting the responsibility to the
Secretary in the matter of dangerous trees, the Government have decided to amend
sections 188, 203, 233A and 238 of Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, 1994 suitably and it
was also decided to incorporate a new provision 220A regarding the prohibition of
structures and fixtures causing obstruction in public streets in the said Act.
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The Guruvayoor Devaswom(Amendment) Bill, 2025

Section 9 of the Guruvayoor Devaswom Act, 1978 (14 of 1978) provides
that, no member of the Committee shall receive or be paid any salary or other
remuneration except such travelling or daily allowances, if any, as may be
prescribed. As per the said provision the Chairman and members of the Committee
were not eligible for honorarium and sitting fees.

Sub-section (1) of section 11 of the said Act, provides that no movable
property of non-perishable nature which is in the possession of the Committee and
the value of which is more than five thousand rupees and no jewelleries shall be
sold, pledged or otherwise alienated unless it is sanctioned by the Commissioner as
being necessary or beneficial to the Devaswom.

Sub-section (3) of section 17 of the said Act, provides that the Administrator
shall have power to incur expenditure not exceeding five thousand rupees to meet
unforeseen contingencies during the interval between two meetings of the
Committee.

The Government have decided to bring an amendment to the said Act, in
order to provide honoraria and sitting fees to the Chairman and members of the
Guruvayoor Devaswom Managing Committee. Moreover, amendment is also
necessitated as the existing amounts as mentioned in the provisions are too meager
to meet with the demands at present and they require timely enhancement.

Hence, the Government have decided to bring suitable amendments in
Sections 9, 11 and 17 of the said Act.

The Kerala Single Dwelling Place Protection Bill, 2025

A welfare Government is committed to ensure land and dwelling for all. The
directive principles declared in article 39 of the Constitution of India includes the
principle of policy that the ownership and control of the material resources of the
community are so distributed as best to sub serve the common good. As part of
this, ensuring of dwelling place for all has also been included in the policy
decisions of the Government. The Government has taken certain decisions for
securing the policy for implementing this decision in the State way back in the year
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2021. The Cabinet in the year 2021 has taken a decision in its first meeting to bring
a legislation for protecting those persons and families who loses their single
dwelling places due to attachment proceedings. The Government have also
announced in the Governor’s Address of the year 2022 that it aims to achieve the
goal of providing ‘land and housing for all’ through convergence of resources and
efforts of multiple Departments, Institutions and Schemes and also to recognize the
right of residence of citizen as a right.

As part of this, Government have decided to bring a legislation providing for
preventing the situation where families are losing their single dwelling place
through eviction on account of non-repayment of loans raised from financial
institution functioning in the State by mortgaging such single dwelling place, for
taking measures including protection of dwelling place of such persons and for
matters connected therewith.

The Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as Respects the
Services under the Universities) Amendment (No. 2) Bill, 2025

As per the Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as
Respects the Services under the Universities) Act, 2015 (18 of 2015), the Kerala
Public Service Commission was empowered to prepare select list for appointment
by direct recruitment to the non-teaching posts in the Universities, including the
National University of Advanced Legal Studies, as specified in clause (a) of
section 2 of the said Act. Based on this, appointments were made to the non-
teaching posts in the above said Universities from the common rank list prepared
by the said Commission by following the procedure.

But, those who got appointment to the National University of Advanced
Legal Studies from the select list prepared by the Kerala Public Service
Commission, are not entitled to any service benefits such as State Life Insurance,
Group Insurance, and General Provident Fund available to others appointed to
other Universities. As Part III of the Kerala Service Rules is not applicable to the
said University, the employees can neither be included nor be converted to the
National Pension Scheme. At present, the Employees' Provident Fund and the
pension scheme thereunder are applicable to the employees.
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The National University of Advanced Legal Studies does not follow the staff
pattern, designation, qualifications and scale of pay for the non-teaching posts of
other Universities in the State. Moreover, the University does not receive recurring
non-plan grants. Furthermore, Part III of the Kerala Service Rules is not made
applicable to the employees of the University. Therefore, the said University is
different from other Universities.

In the above said circumstances, considering the special nature of National
University of Advanced Legal Studies, the Government have decided to amend the
Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as Respects the Services
under the Universities) Act, 2015 (18 of 2015) by exempting the said University
from the purview of the said Act and incorporating provision for appointment in
other Universities to those who got appointment in the non-teaching posts of the
said University from the select list prepared by the Kerala Public Service
Commission.

Though a Bill to bring an Act of the State Legislative Assembly on this
subject, was published as Bill No. 240 of the Fifteenth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and or passed by, the Legislative
Assembly.

As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session and the
above proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala Public Service
Commission (Additional Functions as Respects the Services under the
Universities) Amendment Ordinance, 2025 (Ordinance No. 1 of 2025) was
promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 13th day of August, 2025 and the
same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2970 dated 14th of
August, 2025.

The Bill seeks to replace Ordinance No.1 of 2025 by an Act of the state
legislature.

The Kerala Industrial Single Window Clearance Boards and Industrial
Township Area Development (Amendment) Bill, 2025

The Kerala Industrial Single Window Clearance Boards and Industrial
Township Area Development Act, 1999 (5 of 2000) provides for the speedy issue
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of various licenses, clearances and certificates including renewal thereof required
for setting up and for expansion, diversification and modernization of enterprises in
the State of Kerala and for the constitution of Industrial Township Area
Development Authorities. In order to provide relaxations and incentives declared
in the industrial policy in a time bound manner to promote the investors who
intends to invest in the State and also to take decisions in a time bound manner for
facilitating infrastructure for the setting up of enterprise, the Government have
decided to constitute the Kerala State Investment Promotion Board and also
decided to constitute the Kerala State Investment Promotion Monitoring
Committee to implement the decisions taken by the Kerala State Investment
Promotion Board and for the above said purposes the Government have decided to
make suitable amendments in the said Act.

The Kerala Excess Land in Private Holding (Regularization) Bill, 2025

The digital survey process, which is being carried out at a rapid pace in the
State of Kerala, is in its final stage. Once digital survey process gets completed in
each village, the digital survey records will become the authoritative document
regarding the land. During the digital survey, it has come to the notice of the
Government that individuals are in possession and enjoyment of excess land
undisputed, lawfully and without any objection. The Government is satisfied that it
is appropriate to grant a Certificate of Ownership regarding such excess land after
completing due procedures to respective individuals. The Government have
decided to provide provisions for ensuring greater accuracy of land records by
granting Certificate of Ownership to individuals in possession and thereby
protecting the Government property.

The Kerala University of Digital Sciences, Innovation and Technology
(Amendment) Bill, 2025

As per sub-section (3) of section 11 of the Kerala University of Digital
Sciences, Innovation and Technology Act, 2021, the Vice- Chancellor of the
University shall be appointed by the Chancellor on the recommendation of the
Search-cum-Selection Committee consisting of the Chief Secretary of the State as
the Convener. Another member of the Committee is an Industrialist from the field
of Electronics and Information Technology. Moreover, as per sub-section (4), if

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the committee fails to furnish a unanimous panel, each member can furnish the
name of one person each to the post. In addition to this, the age of the person to be
appointed is Sixty One years. These provisions are against provisions of the U.G.C.
Regulations 2018, and it creates much difficulty in preparing panel and
appointment. In a case of the constitution of Search-cum- Selection Committee
under the A.P.J. Abdul Kalam Technological University, the recommendation of the
committee that only one person to the post of Vice-Chancellor and appointing him
by the Chancellor, the Supreme Court had quashed the said appointment in Civil
Appeal No. 7634-7635, 2022 stating that the formulation of the said Selection
Committee and the subsequent appointment were not in accordance with the
U.G.C. Regulations and against the previous judgment of the said court in this
regard. In the said judgment, the court also examined and upheld the effect of the
U.G.C. Regulations over the State Laws. The post of the Vice-Chancellor in
Kerala University of Digital Sciences, Innovation and Technology is vacant for
several months and temporarily appointed hand hold the said post. The process of
selection to the post is initiated, but challenged before the Hon'ble court. If the
selection is done as per existing provisions there is every chance to challenge the
same, because it is not inconformity with U.G.C. regulations and verdict of the
Hon'ble apex Court in this regard. Hence the Government have decided to make
suitable amendments in the Act in conformity with the U.G.C. regulations.

The Malayalam Language Bill, 2025

The Malayalam Language (Dissemination and Enrichment) Bill, 2015 which
emphasize to provide for the adoption of Malayalam as the official language and to
be used for all official purposes of the State of Kerala and to provide for the use of
Malayalam language in all sectors in Kerala subject to the provisions of the
Constitution of India and to ensure the growth, dissemination, enrichment and
protection of Malayalam language, was passed by the 13™ Kerala Legislative
Assembly as Bill No0.376 and was reserved for the assent of the Hon'ble President
of India. But the Hon'ble President of India withheld the assent to the Bill without
stating any reason, on 13" May, 2025.

The Bill was reserved for the consideration of the Hon'ble President as it
contains certain provisions repugnant to section 6 of the Official Language Act,
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1963. But the Government of India raised certain other objections regarding other
provisions in the Bill, such as rights of linguistic minorities, Three Language
Formula in accordance with the National Educational Curriculum, provisions in the
Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009.

Government have decided to introduce a comprehensive Bill by removing
such defects in Bill No. 376 of the 13" Kerala Legislative Assembly.

The University Laws (Amendment) (No. 3) Bill, 2025

The Government have decided to insert a new provision, to enable the Vice-
Chancellors of the respective Universities to convene meetings of the Executive
Committee/Syndicate/Board of Management/Governing Council, as the case may
be, on the request of one-third of its total members in writing, in the Kerala
Agricultural University Act, 1971 (33 of 1971), the Kerala University Act, 1974
(17 of 1974), the Calicut University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975), the Mahatma Gandhi
University Act, 1985 (12 of 1985), the Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit
Act, 1994 (5 of 1994), the Kannur University Act, 1996 (22 of 1996),
the Kerala Veterinary and Animal Sciences University Act, 2010 (3 of 2011) and
the Kerala University of Health Sciences Act, 2010 (4 of 2011).

The University Laws (Amendment) (No. 4) Bill, 2025

The Government have decided to make amendments in the Cochin University
of Science and Technology Act, 1986 (31 of 1986), the Kerala University of
Fisheries and Ocean Studies Act, 2010 ( 5 of 2011), the Thunchath Ezhuthachan
Malayala University Act, 2013 (24 of 2013), the A.P.J. Abdul Kalam Technological
University Act, 2015 (17 of 2015), the Sreenaryanaguru Open University Act, 2021
(1 of 2021) to insert a new provision to enable the Vice-Chancellors of the
respective Universities to convene meetings of the Syndicate/Governing
Council/Executive Committee, as the case may be, on the request of one-third of
its total members in writing.

The Kerala Right to Public Service Bill, 2025

The Kerala State Right to Service Act came into force on 1* November, 2012.
The Subordinate Legislation Committee (2021-2023) of Kerala Legislative
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Assembly in its Sixth Report which include the report regarding the scrutiny of the
Kerala State Right to Service Rules, 2012, have recommended certain amendments
in the said rule. While examining the said recommendations, it was found that the
existing Kerala State Right to Service Act was found inadequate to meet the
objectives of the Act, and sought for remarks of the Law Reforms Commission in
the said matter and after considering the recommendations of the Commission, the
Government have decided to enact a new law by repealing the existing law.

The Kerala Appropriation (No. 3) Bill, 2025

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, to provide for the appropriation out of the Consolidated Fund
of the State of Kerala of the moneys required to meet the expenditure charged on
the Consolidated Fund of the State and the grants made in advance by the
Legislative Assembly in respect of the estimated expenditure of the Government of
Kerala for the Financial Year 2025-2026.

The Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (Kerala Amendment) Bill, 2025

This Bill seeks to amend certain provisions and to add some additional
provisions in the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act,1960 (Central Act 59 of
1960) and for conducting cattle race involving bulls or male buffaloes which
includes Kalapoottu, Kannupoottu, Maramadi, Uzhavu, Pothottam and such similar
events in the State of Kerala.

By amending section 2 of the Central Act, Kalapoottu, Kannupoottu,
Maramadi, Uzhavu, Pothottam and similar events are included in the definition of
cattle race. Further amendments to the section, provides that cattle race
competitions can be held with the prior permission of the District Collector, subject
to certain conditions. The Bill also provides for penal action against those who
violate the provisions of this Act. By amending the Central Act, it is possible to
conduct cattle race competitions, thereby promoting the traditional agricultural
customs and culture of the State, protecting the unique breed of bulls of the State
and thereby improving the standard of living of bull-keepers.
